Webinar with Jackie Pack December 16, 2013

Presentation Advice: Use the 2 videos we have on Ūth and keep it simple. Use with whatever presentation you are making in whatever context. Keep it simple and powerful. People will have varying results in different amounts of time.

About ingredients:

Proprietary complex with Manapol. The most unique thing about Ūth is the patented glycans. Sugar structures that cover the surface of the cells that help with cell communication. Glycans go into the matrix and communicate so that the cells increase the production of hyaluronic acid, collagen and elastin.

Also have the extract from the crocus bulb, which supports cell communication. Stimulates natural growth factors in the skin and renews resilience and texture of the skin.

Thiotaine increases energy level in the skin. Supplies oxygen.

Hydrolyzed Viola from wild tansy rich in oligosaccharides that stimulates aquaporins. Aquaporins are canals in our skin cells that support the waters that flow through the cells. The aquaporins help bring water up to the top level of the skin.

Very few products have a delivery system. Without an effective delivery system, the moisture in a product or effect from the produce is on the surface of the skin and doesn’t reach the skin matrix below the epidermis. 

Why is time-released so important? Lipozomes are an encapsulation of an active material. This will penetrate some, but not into the matrix. The multi-layered spheres  of the microspheres that encapsulate Ūth ingredients perform like an onion being peeled a layer at a time. As you use everyday, you get continuous work in the matrix. All layers of the skin receive support in the cushiony tissues of the skin matrix. 

Astaxantin ingredient acts as a mechanism against free radicals. If you cut a fruit in half, it will turn brown as it sits in the air. Similarly, our skin with exposure to the environment begins to get free radical damage. This ingredient is to prevent oxidation of the skin so limits free radical damage. Gives the peach color to Ūth. Helps with eruthema puffiness and redness for the skin and sensitive skin. 

Sodium Hyaluranate This molecule is too large to penetrate the skin. This ingredient has ability to cushion the skin on the epidermis and the other source of hyaluranate is encapsulated in microspheres.  When hyaluronic acid penetrates with the microspheres, it reaches the matrix and is activated by the moisture provided by the aquaporins.

Age and skin type are variables that affect how quickly the matrix repairs. 

Other differentiators in Ūth?  Many other active materials as the “supporting cast” for matrix repair and rejuvenation. Most of these ingredients are for moisturization and for collagen and elastin.

The epidermis – wants moisture and hydration. But you want the powerful ingredients to work in the matrix—in the dermis, which is a web-like cushiony material. In the matrix is the place where hyaluronic acid, collagen, and elastin live.  Matrix must be kept healthy to avoid aging. Matrix affects suppleness, elasticity and firmness. This is a relatively new approach to work with the matrix in the skin care industry.

99% of products from this manufacturer do not have a delivery system, nor are they cold-processed for maximum effectiveness.

As we age, we lose hyaluronic acid, collagen, and elastin. Kids are full with moisture and collagen and elastin. We lose it with age.

The product is paraben-free, gluten-free, dairy-free, no cruelty to animals in testing. Only one study that said parabens could have adverse effects with breast cancer. No validation at the producer on this concern. However, they don’t use parabens to be in alignment with customers.

Organic? Preservatives?

Not every ingredient in Ūth is organic.  To have an efficacious product it takes a combination of nature and science. One big company attempted to do an all natural product, but had to remove it from the shelves after spending millions because it didn’t perform. 

Need some synthetics to make the formulation bioavailable. Preservatives are necessary to keep product clean unless constantly refrigerated.  Best are broad spectrum that cover mold, bacteria, and yeast from forming. They used preservatives that are the safest and most efficacious -  approved in all parts of the world and in Whole Foods Markets. Another reason for preservatives is the make sure that no ill effects as use the product on area of the skin that have abrasion or infection going on. 

What causes dryness in using Ūth? A product is either water or oil-based.  Ūth is a combination with more water for better penetration, so you could experience dryness. It can be your skin type, cold/dry weather, not used to a product that penetrates instead of laying on the top of the skin with an emollient finish. Also can have dryness depending on history of product use and skin treatments.

Can use a moisturizer after applying Ūth and letting it penetrate. Make sure Ūth has penetrated for a couple of minutes before moisturizer. Jackie doesn’t use a moisturizer even though she is older and should have dry skin.  Important to drink enough water to hydrate your body AND skin especially in the winter. 

What if you haven’t seen results in using for a few weeks? There are so many variables that affect your skin. Everyone will be a little different. Many people can’t notice their own results well. Just like when you’re losing weight, you can’t always see it even the scales show you’ve lost pounds.  Focus should be on long-term benefits. 

Can never know what people might have a sensitivity or allergy to with a variety of ingredients. Even some people could react to aloe.

If your eyes are red, be careful around the eye so don’t get it in the eye. If irritation continues, stop using Ūth. With people with sensitive skin, they should use less rather than more. Sensitivity could be weather related.  Diet and medication and use of caustic ingredients on your skin can be factors too. Reactions could be redness, puffiness, or eye irritation. People can stop the product if they are concerned about sensitivities. Some stop for a few days and then re-start. Also, many have used Emprizone before applying Ūth. Mannatech is doing an “IPT” test on Ūth-  a repeat assault test to see what sensitivities might arise. 

Use gentle cleanser and don’t use very warm/hot water. Don’t use abrasive things on the skin that can cause micro-tears. If use a couple of pea size amounts for application, that’s enough. Don’t need lots of saturation. 

Don’t expect to be a skin care expert in working with people. Let people know you’ll inquire about questions you don’t have the answers to and help people and if not working with the money-back guarantee. Send in issues so that Mannatech can gather feedback of concerns that arise in peoples’ use.

If you’re using medications for rosacea, eczema, or acne and have questions about using Ūth, go back to your doctor. Retinol for example could be prescribed for a variety of conditions. The doctor who prescribed is your recommended resource for answering questions that arise about using Ūth.

If your skin is very sensitive, you can disrupt the acid mantle on the skin by using exfoliating cleanses. Lift has mild exfoliator ingredients. If you’re not sensitive, it’s fine. 

With aestheticians and spas, you’re talking to skin care experts. Use the videos. They’re powerful in explaining and giving credibility. Just ask for 10 minutes of their time to show the videos. This shows you’re professional and have seasoned MD behind this for legitimacy. If only time for one video, show Dr. Kassir. 

If product arrives in the snow, it is fine. No compromise to the product. 

There is no sun block in the product. If they had put in sun block, some active ingredients would not have been able to be included. If you want to use a sunblock, use it after Ūth. (There is much controversy about sun blocks, so do your homework. Many choose to use a mineral powder with sunblock factors instead of a traditional sunblock.)

Skin repair is 24-hour process. Lack of sleep can adversely affect skin. 

You have muscles. Expressions create wrinkles.  Facial exercise can cause more wrinkles by increasing and repeating expression actions.
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
